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Decatur Postcards Project 2012

Here’s how it works: A jury of local artists and community leaders will meet in March to select up to ten images of Decatur for a set of classic tourist-style postcards. You may be asked to bring in your original work. Each selected artist will receive a $150 honorarium and a credit line on the reverse side of his/her printed card, along with the satisfaction of having printed artwork that will travel the world.
Cards will be printed in April for launch in May at the Decatur Arts Festival and the grand opening of the Decatur Welcome Center in the DeKalb History Center, Old Courthouse on the Square. All postcard proceeds go to the Decatur Arts Alliance.

Guidelines and how to submit your artwork:

1. Remember that your image of Decatur will be photographed and scaled down to fit on a 6 x 4-inch card. We encourage a range of creative media – not limited to photography.

2. To ensure quality printing results, you must provide a high resolution JPG or PDF file. This file will be quite large, 1 MB or more in size. We can accept files via email up to 10 MB in size. Larger files should be submitted on CD. Files smaller than 500K will likely fall short of the resolution needed for quality printing results.

3. Email your digital files to: decaturpostcards@gmail.com, or mail your images on CD to: Decatur Arts Alliance, PO Box 401, Decatur, GA 30031. Be sure to include the attached cover sheet. Submissions are due by Monday, March. 26, 2012. 

4. Fill out the cover sheet (second page of this file) and attach it to your submission whether you send it via email or on CD.

5. If your image includes people (recognizable close-ups or portraits), you must include a signed release form from each person depicted granting you permission to use his/her likeness and indicating an understanding of your work’s purpose and its potential for commercial distribution.
